27TH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME 
 

FIRST READING: GENESIS 2:18-24 
God created many different animals in an attempt to 

make a suitable partner for the first man. Then he 

took a rib from the man as he slept and built it up 

into a woman. At last God had created someone who 

equaled the man, as she was “bone of my bones and flesh of my 

flesh” and they proved to be suitable partners for each other. 

 

SECOND READING: HEBREWS 2:9-11 

This passage describes how Jesus will become perfect through his 

suffering. It also reminds us that Jesus’ Father is our Father as well, 

making him unashamed to call us his brothers and sisters. 

 

GOSPEL: MARK 10:2-16 

The people began to ask Jesus if it was acceptable for a man to 

divorce his wife. Jesus tells them that two people who have been 

joined together by God should not be separated. People began 

bringing their children to Jesus, but the disciples tried to send them 

away. Jesus grew angry and told his disciples to allow the children 

to come to him. 

“That is why a man leaves his father and 

mother and clings to his wife, and the two 

become one flesh. Therefore what God has 

joined together, no human being must 

separate…people were bringing their 

children to him that he might touch them…

he embraced them and blessed them, 

placing his hands on them.” 

Filled with the spirit of the World Meeting 

of Families in Philadelphia, and the presence of Pope Francis, the 

scriptures are reminding us of all that has transpired. It is God who 

joins together, it is Christ who is waiting for us to bring our 

children to Him. 

As we reflect on family and family life, we realize that we all 

belong to the family of God. We are blessed with others around us, 

to support, guide, teach and understand us. Our family might 

consist of widows and widowers, single parents, newly married 

couples or blessed silver or golden anniversary couples. All lives 

created by God and enriched with His blessings. 

As Jesus reached out to embrace, bless and touch the children, so 

He does with us. May we respond as we reach out to others, we 

bring Christ, His presence and peace to them. Pope Francis tells us 

‘we are created in order to love, as a reflection of God and His 

love.’ Regardless of our current condition, remember, we are all 

part of a family, a mirror of and reflection of God’s love. 

For this we are grateful to God for His gift of love, His embrace, 

His countless blessings.  

Last week was a whirlwind of excitement 

around the parish. I along with fifty-three 

parishioners, Dominican College, and members 

of other surrounding parishes traveled to 

Madison Square Gardens for the Papal Mass. When we entered 

into the bus holding area we met the bus escorting the Festival 

Choir members to MSG.  Because of their and credentials we 

were escorted by the plice to the front of the MSG! I told you 

there are perks to being in the choir! 
  
Next week starts our increased giving campaign. I cannot tell 

you how important this will be for the parish. What are our 

goals? First and foremost increased attendance at the Masses. 

We are now in the final phases of reconfiguring the Parish Mass 

schedule, which will start the first week of Advent. We are 

preparing for the future when we do not have four priests 

available to us. Our second goal is an increased collection. 

Right now we border on the high twelve and low thirteen 

thousand dollars a week. This seems like a large amount of 

money but when you factor in the payroll, the consolidated bill 

to the archdiocese, and all the other expenses that is takes to run 

the parish, we are left with little or nothing in reserve. After the 

Finance Committee crunched the numbers, the average amount 

of money each family puts in is $3.75. Our goal is to see the 

parish collection at $18,000 per week. I know you saying 

“Father are you crazy!” but this is what we need to keep the 

parish running smoothly and to maintain the parish without any 

worry. Can you help me do this? I can only pray that you can. 

There are many things that are starting to fall apart now; the ac 

units in the church and chapel, the school roof needs repair, the 

organ is starting to fail and the list continues to grow. I am 

initiating a plan of preventative maintenance. Most of the items 

that were on their last legs have been replaced to ensure twenty 

years of no problems and with a warrantee! Finally the third and 

final goal is to preserve this parish for the future, to give it the 

spiritual and financial security that will make it steadfast in the 

community.  
  
Last Sunday, I was able to go to our Polish Mass at 9:45 a.m. in 

the Chapel. Both the community and the liturgy are beautiful. I 

spoke to them about the state of the building and what needs to 

be done to bathe it into a new light. I already have the items that 

will be used for the restoration, but until the outside is sealed 

and the interior is repaired then they will then go in place. I am 

especially grateful and moved by their kindness and generosity 

this past week, as they raised funds to restore this historic 

building.  
  
I know it seems that we are always asking for money. If we 

make our goal for the increased collection and sustain it (or 

even bring it higher), my promise to you will be very simple, “I 

will not ask for another penny during my tenure here at the 

parish”. We will be an example for others and keep the light 

shining in the community for another 121 years. 
  

I conclude with this final thought: this week the world observed 

a humble and joyful church with their gaze fixed on those who 

are in most need around us. May we too in our corner of this 

world be a little more attentive to our youth and our elderly.

Le Coin du Pasteur:  La semaine dernière, il y a eu un 

tourbillon d'excitation autour de la paroisse. Nous avons été à la 

messe papale à Madison Square Gardens à Manhattan avec 

cinquante-trois de nos paroissiens, des membres des paroisses 

avoisinantes et " Dominican College". Nous avons rencontré en 

cours de route le bus transportant les membres de la chorale, et 

avons eu le privilège d'être escortés par la Police jusqu'à Madison 

Square Garden. Je vous ai dit il y a des avantages à faire partie de 

la chorale! 
 
La semaine prochaine, nous commençons la campagne financière. 

Je ne peux pas vous dire combien il est important pour la paroisse. 

Quels sont nos objectifs? Tout d'abord augmenter la participation 

dans les messes. Nous sommes en train de finaliser la 

reconfiguration de l'horaire des messes paroissiales, qui prend 

effet la première semaine de l'Avent. Nous nous préparons pour 

l'avenir lorsque nous ne disposerons peut être plus de quatre 

prêtres. Notre deuxième objectif est une collection accrue. 

Actuellement, la moyenne est entre 12 et 13 milles dollars par 

semaine. Une forte somme quand même, mais quand vous prenez 

en compte la masse salariale, le projet de loi consolidée de 

l'archidiocèse, et toutes les autres dépenses nécessaires au 

fonctionnement de la paroisse, il y a très peu, ou rien qui soit resté 

en caisse. Après que le Comité des finances ait travaillé sur les 

chiffres, la moyenne de collection par famille, par semaine, est de 

3,75 $. Notre objectif est de voir la collection de la paroisse pass®e 

à 18.000 dollars par semaine. Je sais que vous dites "Mon Père 

vous êtes fou!" -  Mais c'est ce qui va nous permettre de maintenir 

la paroisse sans aucun souci. Pouvez-vous augmenter vos dons? Je 

ne peux que prier pour que vous ayez les moyens de le faire. Il y a 

beaucoup de choses qui commencent à se désagréger dès 

maintenant; les unités d'Air Conditionné de l'église et de la 

chapelle, le toit de l'école nécessite déjà des réparations, et la liste 

ne cesse de croître. Un programme d'entretien préventif est mis en 

place. La plupart des articles usés ont été remplacés pour assurer 

environ vingt ans de garantie! Enfin, le troisième et dernier 

objectif est de préserver cette paroisse et lui assurer la sécurité 

spirituelle et financière qui la rendra inébranlable. 
 
 Dimanche dernier, à la messe polonaise à 09h45 à la chapelle, 

j'étais ébloui par la beauté de la communauté et la liturgie. J'ai 

profité de l'occasion pour leur faire un bref exposé sur l'état de 

l'immeuble et une proposition de restauration tout en mentionnant 

à leur attention que la mise en place est déjà faite. Je suis 

particulièrement reconnaissant et ému par leur gentillesse et leur 

générosité spontanée au profit de ce bâtiment historique. 
 
Je sais qu'il semble que nous sommes toujours en train de 

quémander de l'argent. Si nous faisons notre objectif pour la 

collecte accrue et en assurer le maintien (ou même l'amener plus 

élevé), ma promesse de vous sera très simple, "je ne vais pas 

demander d'autre penny durant mon mandat ici à la paroisse". 

Nous allons être un exemple pour les autres et pour garder la 

lumière qui brille dans la communauté pour un autre 121 ans. 
 
Je conclurai avec cette dernière réflexion : cette semaine, le monde 

entier a observé un humble et joyeuse église avec leur regard fixé 

sur ceux qui en ont le plus besoin qui nous entoure et puissions-

nous aussi dans notre coin de ce monde, être un peu plus attentive 

à nos jeunes et nos personnes âgées. 

Le chemin commun de l’homme et de la femme 

commence par un cri d’admiration : Cette fois-

ci, voilà la chair de ma chair !  Se recevant de 

Dieu, ils se reçoivent aussi l’un de l’autre. Cet 

accueil mutuel fonde le sacrement du mariage, 

vécu comme la célébration de l’émerveillement originel 

destiné à être prolongé dans l’existence des deux époux. En se 

reconnaissant mutuellement, ils consentent à la différence 

féconde qui donne tout son sens à leur union. Les époux se 

mettent en mouvement l’un vers l’autre. Cela les maintient 

vivants, Ish  et Ishsha . 

 

 Ils sôengagent sur un chemin de fid®lit®, promettant de 

traverser les tempêtes, la lassitude et l’ennui, en revenant 

toujours à cet ébahissement initial. Pour Christian Bobin, 

l’ennui prépare l’émerveillement comme on déploie une 

nappe blanche les jours de fête . La responsabilité de ceux qui 

veulent durer dans la fidélité est d’entretenir le regard des 

premiers instants. Chaque jour, il faut dresser d’une nappe 

blanche la table de la rencontre et ouvrir la possibilité d’une 

surprise. Le désir de fidélité est résistance à la tentation de 

tout vouloir légiférer, comme les pharisiens. Ces derniers font 

du mariage – et, donc, de la séparation– une simple affaire de 

législation.  

 

Cette conception les éloigne de l’essentiel, à la différence des 

enfants que Jésus met en valeur. Il souligne leur capacité 

d’accueil et honore leur mouvement vers lui. L’homme et la 

femme sont appelés à une éternelle jeunesse, sachant 

s’émerveiller l’un de l’autre quelles que soient les 

circonstances de leur vie.

La gente 

empezó a traer los niños a Jesús, pero los discípulos trataron de 

alejarlos. Jesús se enojó y le dijo a sus discípulos que permitieran 

que los niños vinieran a El. 

La semana pasada fue un 

torbellino de emociones en el 

ámbito de la parroquia. Yo, 

junto con cincuenta y tres 

parroquianos, Colegio Dominicano, y los miembros de otros 

distritos aledaños viajaron a Madison Square Gardens para la 

Misa Papal cuando entramos en el autobús que nos reunimos con 

el área bus Festival escoltar a los miembros del Coro de 

glutamato. Debido a sus credenciales y que fueron escoltados por 

la policía en la parte delantera de la MSG. Te dije que hay 

ventajas de estar en el coro. 
 
Próxima semana comienza nuestra mayor campaña. Yo no le 

puedo decir cuán importante será para la parroquia. ¿Cuáles son 

nuestros objetivos? En primer lugar el aumento de la participación 

en las masas. Ahora estamos en la fase final de la configuración 

de la Parroquia horario de misas, que iniciará la primera semana 

de Adviento. Nos estamos preparando para el futuro, cuando no 

tenemos cuatro sacerdotes disponibles para nosotros. Nuestro 

segundo objetivo es un aumento de la reunión. Actualmente, 

estamos en la frontera de doce y trece mil dólares bajo una 

semana. Esto parece una gran cantidad de dinero, pero si se tienen 

en cuenta las nóminas, el proyecto consolidado de la 

arquidiócesis, y todos los demás gastos que se tarda en ejecutar la 

parroquia, nos quedamos con poco o nada en la reserva. Después 

de que el Comité de Finanzas aplastó los números, la cantidad 

media de dinero que cada familia pone en es de $3.75 . Nuestro 

objetivo es ver la parroquia de 18.000 dólares por semana. Sé que 

diciendo: "Padre ¿estás loco! ", pero esto es lo que necesitamos 

para mantener la parroquia funcione sin problemas y para 

mantener la parroquia sin preocuparse. Me puede ayudar a hacer 

esto? Sólo puedo rezar para que se pueda. Hay muchas cosas que 

están comenzando a caerse a pedazos ahora; los aparatos de aire 

acondicionado en la iglesia y la capilla, la escuela necesita 

reparación del techo, el órgano que está empezando a fallar y la 

lista sigue creciendo.

La mayoría de los elementos que se encontraban en 

sus piernas se han sustituido para garantizar veinte años sin 

problemas y con una garantía! Por último, el tercer y último 

objetivo es el de preservar esta parroquia para el futuro, para dar 

la seguridad espiritual y financiero que será firme en la 

comunidad. 
 
El domingo pasado, pude ir a misa en polaco 9:45 en la capilla. 

Tanto la comunidad como la liturgia son hermosas. Hablé con 

ellos sobre el estado del edificio y lo que se debe hacer para 

bañarse en una nueva luz. Ya tengo los elementos que se utilizan 

para la restauración, pero hasta que el exterior está sellada y el 

interior es reparado, a continuación, a continuación, ir en su lugar. 

Estoy especialmente agradecido y emocionado por su amabilidad 

y generosidad la semana pasada, ya que recaudó fondos para 

restaurar este edificio histórico. 
 
Lo sé, parece que siempre estamos pidiendo dinero. Si hacemos 

nuestro objetivo para el aumento de la reunión y mantener (o 

incluso superior), mi promesa que te será muy sencillo, "no le 

pediré a otro centavo durante mi mandato en la parroquia".
