THIRD  WEEK OF ADVENT 
  

One of the blessings of Advent is that it counteracts the hype of 

the commercial Christmas madness, inviting us to a deeper and 

more fruitful spiritual renewal. One of two penitential seasons in 

the liturgical calendar for four weeks prior to Christmas, Advent 

prepares us for great event of the incarnation. Advent calls us to 

meditate on the three "comings" of Christ: his advent at 

Bethlehem, his coming into our lives today, and his final coming at 

the end of time. The postures of Advent are hope and waiting.  

 

While the rest of the world is busy hanging the greens, we "deck 

the halls" with purple . The world wants brightly colored lights and 

jingle bells and we get out the dark purple and sing about how lost 

we are. Far from what the world expects, Advent begins not on a 

note of joy but with a searching inventory of our deep uneasiness 

and aching need. We dare not rush to Bethlehem and kneel at the 

manger until we spend some time here, in a purple-hung church, 

admitting that we do, in fact, need redemption. 

 

The Introit for Gaudete Sunday, in both the Traditional Latin 

Mass and the Novus Ordo, is taken from Philippians 4:4,5: 

"Gaudete in Domino semper" ("Rejoice in the Lord 

always"). Gaudete Sunday is the third Sunday of Advent. The date 

usually falls between December 11 to 17 each year. 

PRIEST CLOTHING: Advent is a penitential season, so the priest 
normally wears purple vestments. But on Gaudete Sunday, having 
passed the midpoint of Advent, the Church lightens the mood a 
little, and the priest may wear rose vestments. The change in color 
provides us with encouragement to continue our spiritual 

preparationðespecially prayer and fastingðfor Christmas. 

DÉCOR: For this same reason of lightening the mood, the third 

candle of the Advent wreath, first lit on Gaudete Sunday, is 

traditionally rose-colored. Usually penitential period of Advent, 

Gaudete Sunday serves as a mid-point break from the austere 

practices to rejoice in the nearness of Jesus's return in three ways. 

Mindful of the decoration cost for Christmas a second collection 

will be taken on the fourth Sunday of Advent and do not forget 

your Christmas gift to the parish. These funds will help the parish 

with the energy cost during this winter season. We kindly ask you 

to be as generous as you have in the past.

TERCERA SEMANA DE ADVIENTO  
  

Una de las bendiciones de Adviento es que contrarresta el alarde de la 

locura comercial navideña, invitándonos a una renovación espiritual más 

profunda y fructífera. Una de las dos temporadas de penitencia en el 

calendario litúrgico durante cuatro semanas antes de la Navidad, el 

Adviento nos prepara para el gran evento de la encarnación. El Adviento 

nos llama a meditar sobre las tres "venidas" de Cristo: su advenimiento 

en Belén, su llegada a nuestras vidas hoy y su venida al final de los 

tiempos. Las posturas de Adviento son esperanza y espera.  
 

Mientras el resto del mundo está ocupado colgando los verdes arbolos, 

"cubrimos los pasillos" con morado y azul. El mundo quiere luces de 

colores brillantes y cascabeles y sacamos el púrpura oscuro y cantamos 

lo perdidos que estamos. Lejos de lo que el mundo espera, el Adviento 

comienza no con una nota de alegría, sino con un inventario exhaustivo 

de nuestra profunda inquietud y dolorosa necesidad. No nos atrevemos 

a correr a Belén y arrodillarnos en el pesebre hasta que pasemos un 

tiempo aquí, en una iglesia colgada de púrpura, admitiendo que, de 

hecho, necesitamos la redención. 
 

El Introito del domingo de Gaudete, tanto en la Misa tradicional latina 

como en el Novus Ordo, está tomado de Filipenses 4: 4,5: "Gaudete en 

Domino sempre" ("Regocíjense siempre en el Señor"). Gaudete Sunday 

es el tercer domingo de Adviento. La fecha generalmente cae entre el 11 

y el 17 de diciembre de cada año. 

  

VESTIDO DE SACERDOTE: El Adviento es una temporada de 

penitencia, por lo que el sacerdote normalmente usa vestiduras 

moradas. Pero el domingo de Gaudete, habiendo pasado el punto medio 

del Adviento, la Iglesia aligera un poco el ambiente y el sacerdote puede 

usar vestimentas de color rosa. El cambio de color nos anima a 

continuar nuestra preparación espiritual, especialmente la oración y el 

ayuno, para la Navidad. 
 

DÉCOR: Por esta misma razón para aligerar el ambiente, la tercera vela 

de la corona de Adviento, iluminada por primera vez el domingo de 

Gaudete, es tradicionalmente de color rosa. Por lo general, el período 

penitencial de Adviento, Gaudete Sunday sirve como un punto medio de 

las austeras prácticas para regocijarse en la cercanía del regreso de 

Jesús de tres maneras. Teniendo en cuenta el costo de la decoración 

para Navidad, se realizará una segunda colecta el cuarto domingo de 

Adviento y no olvides tu regalo de Navidad para la parroquia. Estos 

fondos ayudarán a la parroquia con el costo de la energía durante esta 

temporada de invierno.
