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First Reading: Isaiah 63:16b-17, 19b, 64:2-7 
In this straightforward psalm, the people acknowledge their sinful 
ways, yet plead that their Creator might reveal himself to them. 
They ask God to remember, not their sins, but that ñWe are all the 

work of your hands.ò 
 

Second Reading: 1 Corinthians 1:3-9 
Paul explains to the Corinthians that they are specially favored by 
God who has sent his only Son to them.  He reminds us all that it 
was through Godôs grace that we have been called to kinship with 

Christ. 
 

Gospel: Mark 13:33-37 
Just as a servant watching over the masterôs house does not 

know when he will return, we do not know the hour of the Second 
Coming. Mark reminds us of the warning from Jesus to always be 

on guard, for we know not the day nor the hour. 

O@RSNQ½R BNQMDQ 

Today we begin the season of Advent, which marks the start of a 

new liturgical year for the Church. The readings for Sunday Mass 

are arranged on a three-year cycle. Each year features a different 

GospelðMatthew, Mark, or Luke. Readings from the Gospel of 

John are interspersed throughout all three years. With this yearôs 

first Sunday of Advent, we begin Cycle B of the Lectionary, which 

focuses our attention on the Gospel of Mark. This week and next 

week, our readings from Markôs Gospel present two important 

Advent themes: the Lordôs return at the end of time and John the 

Baptistôs preparation for Jesus. 
 

Todayôs Gospel is taken from the end of Markôs Gospel, the 

chapter that immediately precedes Markôs account of Jesusô 

Passion. Having been questioned repeatedly by the scribes and 

the Pharisees, Jesus is now questioned by his disciplesðPeter, 

James, John, and Andrewðwho want details about his prediction 

of the destruction of the Temple. Jesus answers with many 

warnings about the difficulties that the disciples will face. 
 

Todayôs passage comes at the conclusion of Jesusô warnings to 

his disciples. Jesus emphasizes the need for watchfulness. The 

Son of Man will come without warning; only the Father knows the 

exact hour. The disciples must not be caught unprepared when 

this time comes. 
 

Scholars believe that Markôs Gospel was written around the time of 

the destruction of Jerusalem by the Romans in A.D. 70. Markôs 

audience consisted of Christians who were living in difficult social 

and political times, times of conflict. They were likely beginning to 

face persecution as followers of Jesus. In this difficult time, it 

helped to recall that Jesus had foretold of such difficulties. Early 

Christian communities took courage from Jesusô warning to remain 

alert and watchful, and they found in his words a way to persevere 

through suffering. 
 

Todayôs Gospel reminds us that Advent is about more than our 

preparation for the Churchôs celebration of Christôs birth at 

Christmas. Advent is also about preparing ourselves for Christôs 

return in glory at the end of time. Like the disciples and the faithful 

in Markôs community, we must also stay alert and watchful. Our 

faithfulness to God, through the good times as well as the difficult 

times, shows us to be ready for the coming of the Son of Man. 
 

As you see we have brought  out the beautiful purple altar linens  

and vestments. I would like to dispel a very popular myth that blue 

is an acceptable liturgical color for Advent and that it can be a 

substitute for the purple. The answer is NO it is NOT acceptable 

in the Catholic Church. Please check out the various events we 

have to offer during the Advent and Christmas Season. I hope to 

many of you attending and supporting our great communities here 

at the parish.

Lô£glise entre dans le temps de lôAvent. 

Quelques semaines à peine nous séparent 

encore de la f°te de la Nativit®. Lô®vangile de 

ce dimanche nous est tellement connu quôil 

résonne en nous de manière familière. « Prenez garde, restez 

®veill®s : car vous ne savez pas quand ce sera le moment. [é] 

Veillez ! è Lôavertissement aux disciples est clair et pr®cis. Ils 

savent ¨ quoi sôen tenir. Le temps nôest pas ¨ la somnolence ou 

¨ la distraction. Le temps est ¨ rev°tir lôhabit du veilleur ! Entrer 

dans le temps de lôAvent, côest devenir des veilleurs pour guetter 

en nos vies et dans la vie du monde ces petits gestes, ces 

petites choses qui nous disent que Dieu prend naissance en ce 

monde et que son règne arrive. Il faut entretenir ce temps de 

veille pour que grandisse le désir et que le veilleur puisse à tout 

instant dire o½ en est la nuit, o½ en est lôaurore. 
 

La vigilance, lôattente et la t®nacit® du veilleur finissent par 

rendre pr®sent celui quôil attend. Au beau milieu dôune soci®t® 

qui sôorganise ¨ tout prix pour r®duire ou supprimer les temps 

dôattente, lôAvent nous est donn® comme un cadeau. Il nous 

invite ¨ prendre le temps et ¨ red®couvrir combien lôattente fait 

naître et grandir le désir de ce rendez-vous de Dieu avec 

lôhumanit®. Il est venu, il est l¨, il reviendra. Tout est dit de 

lôamour de Dieu pour son peuple. Tout est dit du salut de 

lôhumanit®. Dans lôaction et la contemplation, lôAvent fait de nous 

des veilleurs. Chaque jour les mots du prophète Isaïe 

deviennent notre pri¯re : ç Côest toi Seigneur notre P¯re. [...] 

Reviens à cause de tes serviteurs. » Veillons et prions dans 

lôattente du jour. Il est venu, il est l¨, il reviendra. 

Coin du Cure:  

Nous commençons aujourd'hui la saison de l'Avent, qui marque le début 

d'une nouvelle année liturgique pour l'Église. Les lectures pour la messe du 

dimanche sont organisées sur un cycle de trois ans. Chaque année 

liturgique présente un Evangile différent: Matthieu, Marc ou Luc. Les 

lectures de l'Évangile de Jean sont intercalées tout au long des trois 

années. Avec le premier dimanche de l'Avent de cette année, nous 

commençons le cycle B du Lectionnaire, qui concentre notre attention sur 

l'Évangile de Marc. Cette semaine et la semaine prochaine, nos lectures de 

l'Évangile de Marc présentent deux thèmes importants de l'Avent: le retour 

du Seigneur à la fin des temps et la préparation de Jean-Baptiste à Jésus. 
 

LôEvangile d'aujourd'hui est tir® de la fin de l'£vangile de Marc, le chapitre qui 

précède immédiatement le récit de la Passion de Jésus par Marc. Interrogé 

à plusieurs reprises par les scribes et les pharisiens, Jésus est maintenant 

interrogé par ses disciples - Pierre, Jacques, Jean et André - qui veulent des 

détails sur sa prédiction de la destruction du Temple. Jésus répond avec de 

nombreux avertissements sur les difficultés que les disciples devront 

affronter. 
 

Le passage d'aujourd'hui conclu les avertissements de Jésus à ses 

disciples. Jésus souligne le besoin de vigilance. Le Fils de l'homme viendra 

sans avertissement; Seul le Père connaît l'heure exacte. Les disciples ne 

doivent pas être pris au dépourvu quand vient le moment. 

Les érudits croient que l'Évangile de Marc a été écrit au moment de la 

destruction de Jérusalem par les Romains en l'an 70. L'auditoire de Mark 

était composé de chrétiens qui vivaient dans des temps sociaux et 

politiques difficiles, des périodes de conflit. Ils commençaient probablement 

à faire face à la persécution en tant que disciples de Jésus. En cette période 

difficile, cela a aidé à rappeler que Jésus avait prédit de telles difficultés. Les 

premières communautés chrétiennes ont pris le courage de l'avertissement 

de Jésus de rester alerte et vigilant, et ils ont trouvé dans ses paroles un 

moyen de persévérer par la souffrance. 
 

L'Evangile d'aujourd'hui nous rappelle que l'Avent ne se limite pas à notre 

préparation à la célébration, par l'Église, de la naissance du Christ à Noël. 

L'Avent consiste aussi à nous préparer au retour du Christ dans la gloire à la 

fin des temps. Comme les disciples et les fidèles de la communauté de 

Mark, nous devons également rester vigilants. Notre fidélité à Dieu, à travers 

les bons et les moments difficiles, nous aide à nous préparer pour la venue 

du Fils de l'Homme. 
 

Comme vous le voyez, nous avons fait ressortir la couleur pourpre sur 

l'autel. Je voudrais dissiper un mythe très populaire selon lequel le bleu est 

une couleur liturgique acceptable pour l'Avent et qu'il peut être un substitut 

au violet. La réponse est non, ce n'est pas acceptable dans l'Église 

catholique. L'Avent est une saison de préparation. Le « Gloria » est 

silencieux et nous attendons maintenant la venue de notre Sauveur dans 

quelques semaines.                                                      Soyons tous attentifs!

EVANGELIO: SAN MARCOS 13:33-37 
Así como un sirviente cuidando de la casa del amo no sabe 
cúando regresará, nosotros no sabemos cúando llegará la 

Segunda Venida. Marcos nos recuerda de la advertencia de 
Jesús de estar siempre en guardia, pues no sabemos ni el 

día ni la hora. 

Rincón del Párroco:  

Hoy comenzamos la temporada de Llegada , que marca el inicio de un 

nuevo año litúrgico de la iglesia. Las lecturas del domingo de Misa se 

arreglan en un ciclo de tres años. Cada año presenta un evangelio 

diferente ð Mateo, Marcos o Lucas. Lecturas del Evangelio de Juan se 

entremezclan a lo largo de los años. Con el primer domingo de Adviento 

de este año, empezamos el ciclo B del leccionario, que se centra nuestra 

atención en el Evangelio de Marcos. Esta semana y la próxima semana, 

nuestras lecturas del Evangelio de Marcos presentan dos importantes 

temas de Adviento: el Señor volver al final del tiempo y Juan preparación 

Bautista Jesús. 
  

Evangelio de hoy se toma desde el extremo del Evangelio de Marcos, el 

capítulo que precede inmediatamente a cuenta de la marca de la pasión 

de Jesús. Después de haber sido cuestionado reiteradamente por los 

escribas y los fariseos, Jesús ahora es cuestionado por sus discípulos, 

Peter, James, John y Andrew, que quiere detalles sobre su predicción de 

la destrucción del templo. Jesús contesta con muchas advertencias 

sobre las dificultades que enfrentarán los discípulos. 
  

Pasaje de hoy llega a la conclusión de las advertencias de Jesús a sus 

discípulos. Jesús hace hincapié en la necesidad de vigilancia. El hijo del 

hombre vendrá sin aviso; sólo el padre sabe la hora exacta. Los 

discípulos no deben cogió desprevenida cuando llegue este momento. 
  

Los eruditos creen que el Evangelio de Marcos fue escrito alrededor de 

la época de la destrucción de Jerusalén por los romanos en el año 70. 

Audiencia de Marcos consistió en los cristianos que vivían en tiempos 

sociales y políticos difíciles, tiempos de conflicto. Es probable que 

estaban empezando a enfrentar persecución como seguidores de Jesús. 

En este tiempo difícil, que ayudó a recordar que Jesús habían predicho 

de tales dificultades. Primeras comunidades cristianas tomaron valor de 

advertencia de Jesús a permanecer alerta y vigilante, y encontraron en 

sus palabras una manera de perseverar a través del sufrimiento. 
  

Evangelio de hoy nos recuerda que el Adviento es algo más que nuestra 

preparación para la celebración de la iglesia del nacimiento de Cristo en 

Navidad. Adviento también es prepararnos para el regreso de Cristo en 

gloria al final del tiempo. Como los discípulos y los fieles en la 

comunidad de Marcos, también debemos estar alerta y vigilante. Nuestra 

fidelidad a Dios, a través de los buenos tiempos como en los tiempos 

difíciles, nos enseña a estar preparados para la venida del hijo del 

hombre. 
  

Como veis hemos sacado el bello altar morado ropa y vestimentas. Me 

gustaría disipar un mito muy popular que el azul es un color litúrgico 

aceptable para el Adviento y que puede ser un sustituto de la púrpura. La 

respuesta es NO no es aceptable en la iglesia católica. Por favor revisa 

los distintos eventos que tenemos para ofrecer durante el Adviento y la 

Navidad. Espero que muchos de ustedes asistir y apoyar a nuestras 

comunidades grandes aquí en la parroquia.
