Jesus speaks lovingly and gently when he invites all those who 

are weary and burdened with life to seek relief and respite in him. 
He says, ñYour souls will find rest, for my yoke is easy and my 

burden light.ò  

A Note from the Pastor:  

Todayôs reading from Matthewôs Gospel comes after a discourse in 

which Jesus reproaches people who have witnessed his mighty 

deeds yet still lack belief. In this context, todayôs Gospel explains 

the reason for this unbelief and reveals what is necessary for faith. 

Todayôs Gospel also continues to enhance our understanding of 

discipleship as last weekôs Gospel did. 
 

Jesus first prays in thanksgiving to God who has made himself 

known to Jesusô disciples. He praises God who has made himself 

known to the ñlittle onesò and not to the wise and learned. As in 

other recent readings from Matthewôs Gospel, a contrast is made 

here between the unbelieving Pharisees, who are wise and 

learned, and the faithful disciples, tax collectors, and sinners with 

whom Jesus keeps company. 
 

The second part of this reading calls to our attention the unity 

between the Father and the Son. God has made himself known 

through Jesus, and in knowing Jesus, we come to know the 

Father. In Jesusô life and in his person, God reveals himself to us. 

In the concluding sentences of todayôs Gospel, Jesusô teaching is 

again contrasted to the teaching of the Pharisees. This common 

theme of Matthewôs Gospel probably reflects tension that existed 

between Jesus and the Pharisees and between the Pharisees and 

the community of Christians for whom Matthew wrote. Pharisaic 

Judaism became the predominant form of Judaism after the 

destruction of the Temple in Jerusalem about 70 A.D. Here that 

tension is expressed as alternative paths of holiness. The careful 

observance of the Mosaic law taught by the Pharisees could be 

experienced by some as difficult and burdensome. In contrast, 

Jesusô way of holiness is presented as uncomplicated and even 

restful. 
 

You may have noticed some changes during the summer at the 

parish. The church is not as busy as it once was nor is the school 

after 4:00 pm. I thank all the ministers for all the work they do 

during the year, and they deserve a break. This is also the time to 

register for the Religious Education Program or sign up for a new 

ministry. Directors of Ministries should be planning their next year 

schedules and submit a copy in August. Too many groups are 

taking advantage of our school and churches. I will be appointing 

someone to handle the schedule of the school, church, and 

building, from the staff. Directors of Ministries will then follow the 

rules and regulations, set by me, and implemented by scheduling 

manager. This will also help maintain our buildings and cause less 

confusion in the event of an issue.  
 

Thank you for making Saint Joseph a great parish. Please be safe 

and remember to check loved ones and friends who live along 

during the hot days. God Bless you all!

Le Coin  du Pasteur:    

La lecture d'aujourd'hui de l'Évangile de Matthieu vient après un 
discours dans lequel Jésus reproche aux personnes qui ont été 
témoins de ses actes puissants, mais qui manquent de croyance. 
Dans ce contexte, l'Evangile explique la raison de cette incrédulité 
et révèle ce qui est nécessaire à la foi ; elle continue également à 
améliorer notre compréhension du disciple comme l'évangile de la 
semaine dernière. 
 
 Jésus, dans sa prière, remercie Dieu qui s'est fait connaître aux 
disciples de Jésus. Il loue Dieu qui s'est fait connaître aux « petits» 
et non au sage et au savant. Comme dans d'autres lectures 
récentes de l'Evangile de Matthieu, il y a un contraste entre les 
pharisiens incrédules, qui sont sages et savants, et les disciples 
fidèles, les collecteurs d'impôts et les pécheurs avec lesquels 
Jésus collabore. 
 
La seconde partie de cette lecture appelle notre attention à l'unité 
entre le Père et le Fils. Dieu s'est fait connaître par Jésus, et en 
connaissant Jésus, nous connaissons le Père. Dans la vie de 
Jésus et en sa personne, Dieu se révèle à nous-mêmes. 
 
Dans les phrases finales de l'Evangile d'aujourd'hui, 
l'enseignement de Jésus est à nouveau contrasté avec 
l'enseignement des pharisiens. Ce thème commun de l'Évangile 
de Matthieu reflète probablement la tension qui existait entre 
Jésus et les Pharisiens et entre les Pharisiens et la communauté 
des Chrétiens. Le judaïsme pharisaïque est devenu la forme 
prédominante du judaïsme après la destruction du Temple à 
Jérusalem environ 70 A.D. Ici, la tension est exprimée comme des 
voies alternatives de sainteté. L'observation attentive de la loi 
mosaïque enseignée par les pharisiens pourrait être vécue par 
certains comme difficile et lourde. En revanche, la manière de 
sainteté de Jésus est présentée comme étant simple ou même 
reposante.

Les 
directeurs des ministères devraient planifier leurs calendriers de 
l'année prochaine et soumettre une copie en août. Trop de 
groupes profitent de notre école et de nos églises. Je désignerai 
quelqu'un du personnel pour gérer le calendrier de l'école, de 
l'église du personnel. Les directeurs des ministères suivront 
ensuite les règles et les règlements établis. Cela aidera également 
à maintenir nos bâtiments et à causer moins de confusion en cas 
de problème.

Si, Dios revela a los que son 

como niños las cosas que a nosotros se nos pasan. 

El mensaje para todos nosotros es que debemos creer y 

confiar en el Señor, y al responder a Su llamado, aprender 

de El y de los pequeños.  El se nos revela como paciente y 

humilde, dos de las bienaventuranzas que se nos llama a 

vivir.  Así como el ministro traducía las bienaventuranzas 

durante la inauguraci·n óDios bendice a los pobres de 

espíritu, Dios bendice a los mansos, Dios bendice a los 

humildesé  Ciertamente lo hace.ô 

Rincón del Párroco:  

La lectura del Evangelio de Mateo toma lugar después de un discurso en la cual 

Jesús reprocha a las personas que han sido testigos de sus poderosos hechos, 

pero todavía dudan. En este contexto, el Evangelio de hoy explica la razón de 

esta incredulidad y revela lo que es necesario para la fe. El Evangelio de hoy 

también nos ayuda con nuestra comprensión de lo que es ser 

discípulo.  También vimos este tema en el Evangelio de la semana pasada. 
  

En primer lugar Jesús ora en acción de gracias a Dios Padre que se ha hecho 

conocido a los discípulos de Jesús. Él alaba a su Padre que se ha dado a 

conocer a los "pequeños" y no a los sabios.  Igual que en otras lecturas recientes 

del Evangelio de Mateo, aquí se hace un contraste entre los fariseos incrédulos, 

que son sabios, los discípulos fieles, recaudadores de impuestos y pecadores 

con los que Jesús mantiene compañía.  
 

La segunda parte de esta lectura llama a nuestra atención la unidad entre el 

Padre y el Hijo. Dios se ha dado a conocer a través de Jesús, y al conocer a 

Jesús, llegamos a conocer al Padre. En la vida de Jesús y en su persona, Dios 

se revela a nosotros. En las frases de conclusión del Evangelio de hoy, la 

enseñanza de Jesús se contrasta de nuevo con la enseñanza de los fariseos. 

Este tema común del Evangelio de Mateo probablemente refleja la tensión que 

existía entre Jesús y los fariseos y entre los fariseos y la comunidad de 

Cristianos para quienes Mateo escribió. El Judaísmo Farisaico se convirtió en la 

forma predominante del Judaísmo después de la destrucción del Templo en 

Jerusalén alrededor del año 70 DC En este Evangelio la tensión se expresa 

como caminos alternativos de santidad. La observación cuidadosa de la ley 

mosaica enseñada por los fariseos podría aparecer por algunos como difícil y 

pesada. Por el contrario, el camino de santidad de Jesús se presenta como fácil 

e incluso relajante.  
 

Usted puede haber notado algunos cambios durante el verano en la 

parroquia.  Después de las 4:00 pm la iglesia y la escuela no está tan ocupada 

como antes.  Agradezco a todos los ministros por todo el trabajo que hacen 

durante el año.  Ellos merecen un descanso. Este es también el momento de 

inscribirse en el Programa de Educación Religiosa o inscribirse para un nuevo 

ministerio. Los directores de los ministerios deben planificar sus agendas para el 

próximo año y entregar una copia en Agosto. Demasiados grupos están 

aprovechando nuestra escuela e iglesias. Voy a nombrar a alguien del personal 

para manejar el horario de la escuela, la iglesia y el edificio.  Los Directores de 

Ministerios seguirán las reglas y regulaciones establecidas por mí e 

implementadas por el gerente de programación. Esto también ayudará a 

mantener nuestros edificios y causar menos confusión en caso de un problema.
